STATEMENT OF GENERAL NOTICE

The Darlington Schoolhouse is located at 600 Ramapo Valley Road, Mahwah, New Jersey.  The property is listed on the New Jersey and National Registers of Historic Places.  All work done on this project must conform to the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for the Treatment of Historic Properties (revised 1995), and is subject to review by the New Jersey Historic Trust and the State Historic Preservation Office.  The scope of work consists of a single contract for exterior repairs and interior systems for the rehabilitation of the Darlington Schoolhouse, Phase 1, according to the Project Manual, plans and specifications.  Site work and interior finishes are not included and will be part of a future Phase 2 contract.

The principal activities involved in this project include:  

1. Project Supervision and Administration of Historic Preservation Projects

2. Asbestos abatement

3. Selective repointing of cracked masonry joints

4. Partial replacement of wood wall shingles

5. Repair of windows and exterior doors

6. Exterior painting and staining

7. Provision of structural ties rods at base of trusses
8. Water and gas services

9. Sprinkler system

10. Fire alarm system
11. Replacement of heating system

12. Replacement of electrical service and partial electrical system

The funding stipulations for the Garden State Preservation Trust require that bidders must submit a completed Qualifications Statement as set forth herein.  A completed Bidder’s Qualifications Statement must be submitted by email to win@cpla-arch.com or in three paper copies to Colgan Perry Lawler Aurell Architects, 118 Main Street, Tappan, N.Y. 10983 by 2:00 P.M. prevailing time on November 10, 2010.  Only contractors who complete the Qualification Statement will be considered for approval to bid.

The qualifications of bidders will be evaluated by representatives of The New York New Jersey Trail Conference, Inc., the New Jersey Historic Trust, and the project architect in accordance with the Evaluation Criteria set forth herein.  


Bidders will be required to submit with the bid (and not with the Prequalification Questionnaire) the name or names of all subcontractors to whom the bidder will subcontract.  Where a final selection of subcontractor for a particular trade has not yet been made the bidder may list up to three possible subcontractors from which the selection will be made.  The New York New Jersey Trail Conference Inc. will submit to the New Jersey Historic Trust for its review and approval the qualifications of all the subcontractors who will be used on the project.


A bid bond in 10 percent of the bid amount, and performance and payment bonds will be required.
STATEMENT OF BIDDER’S PREQUALIFICATIONS/CRITERIA 

FOR EVALUATING PROSPECTIVE BIDDERS

The following five criteria will be used for evaluating the qualifications of bidders. The evaluation will be based on information in the Statement of Qualifications provided by bidders as well as information supplied by the bidders’ references.

(1)
The bidder, acting as general contractor, will be required to demonstrate verifiable, successful experience in Project Supervision and Administration of Historic Preservation Projects. This experience shall include at least two (2) projects involving separate historic buildings or sites of similar activities and scope of work as the subject project, completed in compliance with the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for the Treatment of Historic Properties (revised 1995) within the past five (5) years preceding the date of the execution of this Prequalification Statement.  At least one of the projects must have been reviewed by a State Historic Preservation Office, or New Jersey Historic Trust, or the historic review body of a county or municipal authority. Each project must be at least $160,000 contract amount.
(2)   The bidder’s proposed project superintendent/manager will be required to demonstrate verifiable, successful experience in Project Supervision and Administration of Historic Preservation Projects.  This experience shall include at least two (2) projects involving separate historic buildings or sites of similar activities and scope of work as the subject project, completed in compliance with the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for the Treatment of Historic Properties (revised 1995) within the past five (5) years preceding the date of the execution of this Prequalification Statement.  At least one of the projects must have been reviewed by a State Historic Preservation Office, or New Jersey Historic Trust, or the historic review body of a county or municipal authority.  Each project must be at least $160,000 contract amount.
(3)    The bidder must not have wrongfully defaulted on a contract or had work terminated for non-performance within the past (5) years.

(4)
The bidder must provide the name and title of all principal members of prospective bidder’s staff to be assigned to this project, and indicate the availability of each of those principal members for this particular project.

(5) The bidder must demonstrate satisfactory performance on all current projects in progress.

(6) The bidder must be capable of providing the required bid, performance and payment bonds.
