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Guidelines for Leafleting

at Train Stations and Polling Places

Support NJ Keep It Green’s Vote “Yes” Campaign to Pass Public Question # 1 - The Green Acres Clean Water Act - on Tuesday, November 3rd

· Smile, make eye contact, and be outgoing. If you look friendly, people are more likely to take the information from you.

· Walk up to people, hand them a flier and say “Vote yes on Public Question One for clean water and open space.” Then move on. 

· Dress neatly and conservatively. Put a bumper sticker on your jacket.
· Hold yard signs, banners and fliers so that “Vote Yes” can be clearly seen by a passerby.

· Hand the leaflet right side up and facing away from you so that people can see the message, even if they decide not to take it.

· Try not to engage in lengthy discussions. Don’t waste time arguing.

· Hand leaflets to groups of people waiting for the train.
· Be sure to stand at least 100 feet back from the entrance to polling places to distribute and display materials. If anyone challenges you on this, ask the election officials to confirm that you are permitted to be 100 feet from the polling place.
· Pick up discarded leaflets before you leave.
